CONSIDERATIONS WHEN

COLOR VARIATION

Stone is a product of nature, and should be appreciated for all the natural characteristics it beholds. Just as no
snowflake is alike, no natural stone is alike (even if it is from the same quarry). It is because of this uniqueness that
stone is often chosen, but also, sometimes misunderstood. Often the natural color range and texture variation is
the source of this misunderstanding. To avoid this, one should first accept that natural stone has natural variation in
color and texture. Sawn and finished stone (honed, flamed, sandblasted, etc.) will have minimal variation in texture.
Secondly one should decide on the stone of their choice after seeing several full-size pieces laid out.

MAINTENANCE

Natural stone will last a lifetime with little maintenance. However, if you are the type that wants to keep your natural
stone installation looking as close to as it did when it was first installed, some regular maintenance will be required.
At minimum, regularly sweep to ensure loose dirt or fallen leaves do not sit on the stone for prolonged periods of
time. Do not drive or allow heavy equipment to be driven on areas where the base would not support such weight.
Do not allow oils or acids (acidic liquids) to come in contact with the stone. If using a gas or charcoal grill, ensure
you cover the area with a grill mat to protect your natural stone patio or deck.

CLEANING

As referenced above, regular maintenance, including cleaning, should be performed from time to time on your
natural stone installation. However, at no time should any cleaner containing muriatic or hydrochloric acid be used
on any type of natural stone (including Oakville Stone). The use of these harsh acids is not only bad for the stone
and dangerous to oneself, but also very toxic to the environment including plants and animals. If organic stains from
soils, moss, mold, or leaves occur, it is best to first try cleaning with a mild soap solution, a stiff deck brush, and
water. If required, a pressure washer is also acceptable (ensure that the nozzle is not set to the most concentrated
stream to avoid the risk of damaging the stone). If the stains persist, there are many natural stone cleaning products
on the market that have been proven to work well and not harm the stone (please consult with your local dealer for
products they recommend on natural stone).

POLYMERIC HAZE

Polymeric haze is a result of polymeric sand not being properly removed from the surface of the paving when
installed. The hazing will naturally disappear over time with rainfall and wear and there are several cleaners
to remove the haze. Please consult your installer for the appropriate cleaner and what to expect if choosing
to chemically clean this residue. Since this is entirely an installation issue, Oakville Stone does not take any
responsibility for the occurrence or removal of polymeric haze.

STONE TESTING

ASTM is the abbreviation for the American Society for Testing and Materials. ASTM is an international standards
organization that develops and publishes technical standards for a wide range of materials and products. Before
proceeding with any new stone, it is our practice to first have it tested under the ASTM laboratory testing standards.
The four most common categories under ASTM testing in the stone industry are: compressive strength, flexural
strength, absorption, and density. Upon request we can provide the results from these tests for each and every one
of our stone products.

USING NATURAL STONE

SEALING

The sealing of natural stone is a hotly debated subject in our industry. Traditionalists contend that natural stone
should never be sealed and one should enjoy it as it weathers and ages over time. Proponents of sealing report that
it helps reduce maintenance and potential stains and/or discoloration. Our company takes a balanced approach.

In our opinion sealing or not sealing is entirely a personal choice. Choosing either option will not adversely affect
the life of Oakville Stone products. However, one should be aware of the possible outcomes of each choice. When
choosing not to seal your natural stone, one should expect to either accept some slight fading over time and
potential organic staining if not regularly maintained (swept or sprayed with water). If one chooses to seal, it is
important to first confirm whether the sealer being used is suitable for that particular stone and installation type,
and to read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions carefully to ensure it is applied correctly. Before proceeding
with any type of natural stone sealer or cleaner, be sure to first test it in an inconspicuous area.

Two important things to ensure if choosing a sealer are:

1- Is it suitable for that stone type? (usually clearly marked on the sealer label)

2- Is it breathable?

Once these points are satisfied, there are more choices such as solvent, water based, natural look, color enhance.

EFFLORESCENCE

Efflorescence is a naturally occurring process which sometimes appears in the form of a white powdery film on the
surface of stone, brick, or concrete pavers. In stone products, it seldomly originates from the stone, but instead from
either the brick or concrete in the stone's proximity or the cement with which the stone was laid. Efflorescence, in
no way, hinders the quality and function of the stone. Before employing the use of a chemical efflorescence cleaner,
first try pressure washing or scrubbing the affected area. The other method is to do absolutely nothing as this
phenomenon will typically lessen or dissipate over time when exposed to the elements (rain, snow, and wear).

SNOW REMOVAL

Use of a plastic shovel is the most appropriate way of removing snow from natural stone. Use of a metal shovel

can scrape and damage the surface of the stone or leave behind small remnants of steel that could turn rusty.
Similarly, use of snow blowers that have a plastic shoe instead of a metal shoe is recommended. The use of salt is
not recommended as it has various disadvantages. Firstly, salt can cause discoloration as it acts as a bleach. This
can result in colored spots throughout the surface of the stone. Secondly, salt when mixed with melted snow and ice
creates a brine that may permeate the stone and the joints and slowly corrode these materials. The safest method to
ensure safety without adversely affecting the stone is to first remove as much snow as possible with a plastic shovel,
then use either untreated sand or kitty litter. This will provide grip during the winter months and in the spring, a nice
soil amendment when swept into the garden.

LAYING TECHNIQUES

To ensure a beautiful installation, we recommend when laying our stone paving to be sure to pick pieces from at least
two or three different crates. This will ensure a good mix of color and texture variation and a spectacular end result.
